Congratulations! You are through to our two-part in-person audition process, which
takes place over a single day.

We understand auditions can be very nerve wracking, so please read these
guidelines carefully. Remember we want to get to know about you as an individual,
so please try to relax, be yourself and enjoy the day.

Quick Checklist

v Bring all three prepared pieces

v Wear comfortable clothing for the warm-up

v Bring a packed lunch (lunch is not provided)

v Be ready to stay until 18:00 (though some candidates may finish at lunchtime)
v Familiarise yourself with our programmes so you can discuss them in the
interview

Stage Two: Recall (Morning)
For this morning session, you will undertake a brief warm up followed by an audition

using the speeches you submitted for your Stage One audition. You may be asked to
work with one, two or all three speeches, so please be ready with all of them.

If you have since worked on a different speech and want to use that in our audition,
you are welcome to do so but it is not expected of you. You should have:



1. Contemporary speech (no longer than two minutes)

We are interested in your ability to imagine yourself in the character’s shoes and
engage freely with the character and the world they live in.

2. Verse speech (no longer than two minutes)

We are interested in your ability to work imaginatively with poetic and heightened
forms of speech and to communicate images and stories in a truthful way.

3. Self-created piece (no longer than two minutes)
This is an opportunity to highlight your individuality and show us who you are.

Remember you may not work on all your speeches in Stage Two, but we will have
already seen them in Stage One.

Following Stage Two, there will be a brief talk from some of our ambassadors and a
tour of the building. The ambassadors will also answer any questions you might
have about what it's like to study at LIPA.

Stage Three: Recall (Afternoon)

Not all candidates will be recalled for this stage. If you are not recalled, this does not

necessarily mean your application is unsuccessful. The afternoon session will
involve two exercises. Everyone who comes to the afternoon will do both exercises.

Exercise 1: Speeches on Screen

You will be invited to perform one of your monologues to camera. You may be given
some redirection and, if so, we are looking to see how you respond to direction. Try
to keep the work fresh, alive and ‘in the moment'.

Exercise 2: Duologue piece

In this session, you will work on a short piece of dialogue, which is attached to this
email. You can choose whether to read as character A or B and select piece 1, 2, 3 or
4. You will have the opportunity to work with another candidate or student
ambassador. You are not expected to be off book, but you should be familiar with the
lines so that you can easily take your eye off the page. You should think about what
motivates the character, what makes them say what they say and be ready to try
these ideas out in the room. We will be looking at your ability to make choices and to

let go of choices in favour of other ideas. We are interested in your response to
direction and your capacity to absorb notes.

Interview
You will have a short, informal conversation with a member of the panel about your
aspirations, experience and suitability for our training. Please prepare by looking at

our range of programmes on our website. This is also your chance to ask us any
questions.

Stage Three completes all stages of your LIPA audition.
